% Hello guys!! Nestas aulas vocé vai aprender a diferenga entre will e going to. Primeiramente leia com
atencéo as explicagdes dadas a seguir e assista aos videos para compreender melhor.

Qual a diferenga entre Will e Going To?

Se existe uma duvida que paira entre os estudantes de inglés, essa duvida é sobre o uso de will e be going to.
Essas duas estruturas servem para falarmos sobre o futuro e muitas vezes podem até ser usadas com a
mesma ideia. Mas ha sim algumas diferengas entre will e going to que vocé vai ver a seguir.

Bem, vamos comecar explicando como usamos a estrutura be going to: vocé sempre usara o verbo fo be
conjugado de acordo com a pessoa da frase. Entao, se for she, o verbo sera is, se for they, o verbo sera are, e
assim por diante. Na frente da estrutura vocé precisara de um verbo, que é o principal da frase, para dar
sentido a ela. No exemplo abaixo, o verbo principal, que fica no futuro por causa da estrutura be going fo é o
sneeze (espirrar):

Oh no! I think I’'m going to sneeze.

Ah néo! Eu acho que eu vou espirrar.

Be going to é uma estrutura usada quando falamos sobre algo no futuro que temos quase certeza de que vai
acontecer, ou seja, uma previsdo baseada em fatos. Veja alguns exemplos:

Look at that big black cloud. I think it’s going to rain.

Olhe para aquela grande nuvem preta. Eu acho que vai chover.

(Veja que o futuro aqui é baseado em uma evidéncia: a nuvem.)

If the drought continues there’s going to be a famine.

Se a seca continuar vai haver fome.

Be going to também é uma estrutura usada quando tomamos uma decisdo antes de falar sobre algo, ou seja,
quando planejamos algo:

I’m going to see the doctor on Friday morning.

Eu vou ver o médico na sexta-feira de manha.

Don’t worry. It’s all organized. I’'m going to go to the travel agent’s tomorrow morning.

Nao se preocupe. Esta tudo organizado. Eu vou ir ao agente de viagens amanha de manha.

When are you going to have another party?

Quando vocé vai fazer uma outra festa?

Bem, para usarmos will, que também indica futuro, basta colocar o verbo principal da frase na frente dele. Will
indica que um futuro ndo totalmente certo, ou seja, quando fazemos uma previsdo baseada em uma opiniao:
The population of Valencia will reach 2 million by the year 2010.

A populagédo de Valencia chegara a 2 milhées pelo ano de 2010.

(No exemplo acima, tudo indica que isso vai acontecer, mas ndo ha uma evidéncia concreta.)

Tomorrow will be a bright and sunny day everywhere in Spain, except in La Corufa, said the weather
woman.

Amanha sera um dia claro e ensolarado em toda Espanha, exceto em La Corufia, disse a garota do tempo.

In the future people will have bigger heads.

No futuro as pessoas terdo cabegas maiores.

They will arrive at about 4 in the afternoon.

Eles chegardo mais ou menos as 4 da tarde.

Uma coisa interessante de se perceber é que quando usamos will para expressar algo que nédo temos certeza
sobre o futuro, muitas vezes usamos expressoées como | think, | hope, probably, etc.

I think my mother will like this CD.

Eu acho que minha mée gostara desse CD.

Outra maneira de usarmos will € quando tomamos uma decisdo no momento da fala, ou seja, naquela hora:



“There’s no milk left!” “Oh. I’ll get some from the shop.”
“Néo tem leite!” “Ah! Eu comprarei na loja.”
“I told you to tidy up your room.” “Sorry, Mum, I forgot. I’ll do it after lunch.”
“Eu te disse para arrumar seu quarto.” “Me desculpe, mamae, eu me esqueci. Eu farei isso depois do almocgo.”
veja so! “Will” quando usado para falar de algo no futuro costuma estar acompanhado de expressbes que
indicam incerteza. Abaixo vocé vé algumas dessas expressées:
I think... (Eu acho que...)
Probably, ... (Provavelmente, ...)
I guess... (Eu acho...)
I’'m not sure, but I think... (Nao tenho certeza, mas acho que...)
I don’t know, but I think... (Num sei ndo, mas acho que...)
Maybe... (Talvez...)
Todas elas sdo expressbées que indicam incerteza em inglés. Claro que ha outras, mas com estas ai vocé ja
seréa capaz de dizer muitas coisas. Pois bem! Agora veja as sentengas abaixo:
e Eu provavelmente vou a Salvador em dezembro.
e Nao sei ndo, mas acho que néo vou a festa no sabado que vem.
e Talvez n6s ndo estaremos aqui amanha.
Como as expressoes de incerteza estdo presentes nas sentengas a palavra que geralmente é usada para
expressar o futuro nesses casos é “will”. Assim, teremos:
e | will probably go to salvador in December.
e [ don’t know! But I think | will not go to the party next Saturday.
o Maybe we will not be here tomorrow.
> Portanto, lembre-se: quando néo tiver certeza do que fara no futuro use o “will” acompanhado de
expressoes de incerteza. Por outro lado, se vocé tiver certeza e ja esta se planejando, entéao faga uso
do “going to’.
